The Fan comes with a remote control for your convenience.

The functions on the remote control are the same as the buttons on the
Fan.

To install or remove the batteries, remove the back of the remote control by pressing
down on the Thumb Grip, then sliding the battery cover along and lift off as shown.

Insert the batteries inside the battery compartment matching polarity icons (+ and -)
with those marked inside the battery compartment.

Place the flat “-“ end of the battery on the spring, push down on the spring and at the
same time, push the top “+” end of the battery into the remote control. Repeat for the
other battery and then refit the cover securely by sliding it back on until it clips shut.

To remove the batteries, using your fingernail or a plastic tool, pry the batteries out
by pushing from the top (+ end) of the battery and then swing out as shown.

3.4 Fan

Fan Only

Unravel the power cord and insert the plug into a standard electrical power point
and switch on at the power point. A beep sound will be heard, and the display will
be blank.

Press the “ @ button on the control panel, or the remote control to turn the fan
on.

The display will show speed setting 1 and the fan icon @ will illuminate on the
display.

3.5 Auto-Off Timer

Use this power-saving feature if you want the appliance to turn off automatically
from 1 hour to 9 hours in increments of 1 hour.

To select the Off time, press the “ @ ” button on the control panel, or the remote
control once.

The display will show 1h indicating that the Fan will turn off after approximately 1
hour.

Note: The display will alternate between the Timer Display and the Fan Speed
