• The power socket must be readily accessible so that the appliance can be unplugged in an 

emergency.  

• This appliance is intended to be used indoors in household and similar applications such as: staff 

kitchen areas in shops, offices and other working environments, farmhouses, by clients in hotels, 

motels and other residential type environments, bed and breakfast type environments.   

• The appliance is intended for household use only. Do not use outdoors or for commercial purpose.

• This appliance is not intended for use by persons (including children) with reduced physical, 

sensory or mental capabilities, or lack of experience and knowledge, unless they have been given 

supervision or instructions concerning use of the appliance by a person responsible for their safety.

BEFORE FIRST USE 

IMPORTANT!  

Always place and operate the appliance on a flat, solid, clean, dry and heat-resistant surface.  

Place the appliance on a heat-resistant surface only. Some kitchen bench top surfaces are 

sensitive to heat and may be damaged due to heat. Placing the appliance on a heat-resistant mat 

is recommended.  

• Unpack the appliance and check if all parts are there and undamaged. In case of shipping damage 

or incomplete package, return the product to the respective customer service centre.

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• Hold the left handle with one hand and push the corresponding plate release button to flip down the 

plate, then the right side.  

CAUTION! Always hold and flip the plates gently when pushing the plates flip button, never let the 

plate flip down by itself. 

Clean the inside and outside of the appliance with a damp cloth. Wipe dry with a soft dry cloth. 

WARNING! Do not immerse the appliance in water or any other liquid to clean. 

• Place the appliance on a flat, heat-resistant stable surface and ensure a minimum of 10cm free 

space around the appliance. Do not operate your appliance inside a cabinet or directly under a wall 

cabinet.  

• Plug the appliance into an electrical power outlet.  

Note: Make sure the voltage indicated on the appliance matches the local voltage before connecting the 

appliance to mains power. Rated voltage: 220-240V~ 50-60Hz. 

• Allow the appliance to heat up for approximately 5 minutes. Apply a thin coating of cooking oil to 

the grill plates and carefully rub it in with a paper towel. You only need to condition the cooking 

plates when using your grill for the first time. 

WARNING! The grill plates will get very hot! 

NOTE: On first use there may be a small amount of haze / smoke and an odour emitted from the 

appliance. This is perfectly normal and will subside after few minutes of use. 

• Unplug the appliance and now it is ready for use. 

 

HOW TO USE YOUR FOLD-OUT GRILL 

1. Before using the appliance, clean the grill surfaces with a damp cloth. Dry it with paper towel.  

2. Make sure the On/Off/Temperature control knob stay at “OFF” position. Flip both grill plates to 

horizontal position. Connect the supply cord plug on the appliance into a mains power outlet 

socket.  

3. Rotate the On/Off/Temperature control knob to set the desired temperature, the red heating 

indicator will light up, and the appliance begins heating.

4. It will take approximately 3 minutes to reach the recommended grill temperature. The red heating 

indicator light will turn ON and OF during use, this is normal.  

WARNING! DO NOT touch hot surface, the surface will get hot during use. 

5. Brush the grill plates with a small amount of vegetable oil. 

6. Place the food on the grill plate.  
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7. Rotate the corresponding On/Off/Temperature control knob to adjust the temperature during 

cooking as required. 

8. Rotate the corresponding On/Off/Temperature control knob to “OFF” position after cooking. 

Remove the food from the grill plates with a heat-proof plastic, silicone or wooden utensil. 

WARNING! Never use sharp forks or knifes to remove or cut food on the grill plate, as this 

would damage the non-stick coating of the grill surface. 

9. After using the appliance, disconnect the power plug from the mains power outlet socket.  

 

CLEANING AND STORAGE 

This appliance should be cleaned after each use.  

CAUTION! Do not immerse the appliance in water or in a dishwasher!  

• Always unplug the appliance from the mains power supply before cleaning or during maintenance. 

• Ensure that the appliance has completely cooled down before cleaning, as it gets very hot during 

and immediately after use. 

• Pull out drip tray and clean with warm soapy water, rinse and dry thoroughly. 

• Clean the grill plates and outside of the appliance with a damp cloth or soft brush. Do not use 

anything abrasive that can scratch or damage the appliance.  

• Flip up the grill plate to vertical position until you hear a click sound, indicating the plate is locked.  

• Wrap the power cord around the cord storage bracket. 

• Store the appliance in a clean dry location and out of the reach of children.
