SAFETY INSTRUCTIONS

When using electrical products, especially when children are present, basic
safety precautions should always be followed, including the following:

READ ALL INSTRUCTIONS BEFORE USING.

DANGER- TO REDUCE THE RISK OF ELECTRIC SHOCK:

1. ALWAYS unplug the unit from the electrical outlet immediately
after using and before cleaning.

2. DO NOT reach for a unit that has fallen into water. Unplug it
immediately.

3. NEVER use pins or other metallic fasteners with this appliance.

4. DO NOT place or store appliance where it can fall or be pulled
into a tub or sink.

Excessive heating
can occur and cause fire, electric shock, or injury to persons.

10. DO NOT carry this appliance by the supply cord or use cord as
a handle.

11. To disconnect, turn off the appliance, then remove USB from
outlet.

12. DO NOT use outdoors.

13. Store the appliance in a dry and cool place when not in use.
Ensure it is completely cooled down before folding and storing.

14. DO NOT crease the appliance by placing items on top of it
during storage.

15. This appliance is not intended for medical use in hospitals.

16. DO NOT use if wet.

17. This appliance must not be used by persons insensitive to heat
and other very vulnerable persons who are unable to react to
overheating.

18. Not to be used by very young children (0-3 years).
Children under the age of three are not to use this
appliance.

19. DO NOT use while sleeping.

INSTRUCTIONS FOR USE
HOW TO USE

1. Connect to a 5V USB power port, the indicator light will turn ON.

2. To turn the appliance ON, press the Power Button, long
press the power button (for 2 seconds) until the indicator light
turns to green, this means the warm-level heating mode is ON.

3. Pressing the power button again will switch to low-level heating
mode and the indicator light will switch to solid white.

4. Pressing the power button again will switch to mid-level heating
mode and the indicator light will switch to solid blue.

5. Pressing the power button once more will switch to high-level
heating mode and the indicator light will turn solid red.

6. The heated blanket will automatically turn off after 45 minutes of
being on by default, if you want to turn it OFF manually, long
press the power button (for 2 seconds) until the indicator light
goes off.

45 MINUTES AUTO-OFF FEATURE

» To avoid risks like burns, the heated blanket auto-off feature
activate after 45 minutes of working, if you want to continue use,
turn the heated blanket back on.

+ We recommend using “low level” heat for continuous use of the
electric heated blanket.

WARNING: USB adaptor approved for use in Australia and New
Zealand must be used to power this unit. The output of the USB
power adaptor must not exceed 5Vd.c. 2A
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MAINTENANCE

TO CLEAN
WARNING: The heated blanket must be turned OFF and disconnected
from power first.

1. DO NOT dry clean, machine wash, hand wash or tumble dry
your heated blanket. The heated blanket can only be spot
cleaned with a damp cloth.

2. DO NOT immerse the product, cords or controls in water.

NEVER use strong abrasives, detergents, or cleansing agents.

4. NEVER use abrasive cleaners, brushes, gasoline, kerosene,
glass or furniture polish, or paint thinner to clean.

5. DO NOT switch ON unit to dry it. DO NOT plug in until the
blanket is completely dry.

6. DO NOT use or store until the heated blanket is completely dry.

7. DO NOT attempt to repair the unit. There are no
user-serviceable parts. If any abnormalities, wear or defects are
visible do not use. Have the product inspected by qualified
electrical person.
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TO STORE

1. Turn off the unit, ensure it is completely cooled down before
folding and storing, store it in a dry and cool place.

2. Avoid placing any objects on top of the heated blanket.
