USE YOUR MINI VACUUM CLEANER

1. Turn counterclockwise to open the top cover.

2. Put2pcs 1.5V AA batteries into the product, then assemble the top cover.

3. Turn on the appliance and start cleaning.

Note: Allow the appliance to rest 30 minutes after 30 seconds running.

Tips: The brush helps to sweep the stubborn attached stains.

4. Turn off the appliance after cleaning.

5. Push bottom cover release button, take off the bottom cover, use paper or brush to clean the dust.
6. Assemble the bottom cover.

CLEANING AND STORAGE

e Remove the batteries before cleaning or during storage.

Clean the product regularly to maintain optimal performance and prolong the life of the product.

Do not use a steel ball, abrasive cleaners or corrosive liquid (such as gasoline, acetone) to clean the
product.
