In standby mode, press the [M] key to enter the menu setting, find the 
date/time menu, short press the [OK] button to confirm and return to 
the setup menu settings, press the [M] key to exit the menu setting.

In order to e�ectively record the date and time tra�c safety accident 
forensics, before using the menu setting.

2. Cyclic Record: 
Use the automatic recording function 
1) Powered by the included 12V/24V power adaptor with USB-C cable：
-Start the car engine, the recorder automatically starts to open the
recording function for the setting of 1 minute, 2 minutes, and 3 minutes.
It will continue recording in this manner, storing the recorded video clips
on the TF card. When the TF card is full, the recorder will prioritize 
overwriting the oldest recorded video.
-Close the car engine, the recorder automatically saved the recorded 
video and shut down. 

2) The step-down cable connects to the car battery power supply, 
allowing for continuous video recording until the TF card is full and 
priority overwriting.

Note:
a. Time segment of record can be set 1/2/3 minutes in the menu.
b. Please turn on Cyclic Record function in main menu, or else it will not 
take the video.

3. File Playback
Short press [M] to enter playback menu setup under playback mode.
In the playback mode, press the [OK] key to play back. 
To exit playback mode, press [M] button again.
Long press [M] to access the delete/lock/unlock "current/all" video 
options.

4. Motion Detection function
In standby mode, enter the menu screen to turn on the motion detection 
mode. When the front lens senses movement in the surrounding area 
after powered on, the machine enters into recording state, and stay
recording.

Note:
Please ensure that the TF card is inserted and the motion detection 
function is enabled.

5. G-Sensor
The built in gravity sensor (G-Sensor). 
If serious vehicle coision, the recorder will lock the current videos after 
the image date when the accident occurred while the bottom left of the 
display screen displays a lock icon and the locked images will be saved 
as a special file, the file will not be overwritten cycle.

Note:
a. Gravity sensor (G-Sensor) sensitivity adjustment support may actually 
need to change setting in the setup menu according to their image.
b. G-Sensor can only be active when the dash cam is turn on to record.

7. Parking Monitor
To achieve this function, the Parking Wake functions must be turned 
on in the main menu. If the car is hit or struck while stopped, the 
recorder will detect the vibration and turn on to automatically record 
a video and lock it.

Note:
Please be sure to turn on the parking function in menu setup.

8. Connecting computer to transfer files:
1 ). Recommended to use card reader (need to purchase separately).

6. Rear View Lens (Optional)
When installing the dash camera, insert the aux connector of the 
extension cable into the AV input port of the device. There's a rear view 
image in topright of the screen, that means connected successfully; 
short press [OK] button to pause, long press Down Button       to switch 
front or rear view image.

> When hang up "R" gear, it will show full image of rear view camera and 
choose front-inside view mode, it will automatically indicate full image 
of car reversing visual (This can only be achieved by a professional 
connecting the other end of the extension cable to the reverse light 
power supply.)
> When you hang up "R" gear, but won’t e�ect front-inside video record, 
also will automatically switch back front-inside view after cancel "R" 
gear.

Note: 
> Please test the rear view camera is normal before installation.
> As for system update to support 3 channels camera to video record 
   at the same time, please prevail in kind and we're sorry for no further 
   notice.
