IMPORTANT: This Appliance contains a built-in lithium-ion battery which must only be charged
using the supplied USB cable.

1. Mount the comb attachment and ajust the length setting to give the desired trimming length.
2. Press the power switch to turn ON the trimmer.

3. Trim against hair growth by guiding the flat comb part over the skin.

4. Avoid clogging the comb with hair, remove and clean it periodically.

Installing the comb attachment

1. Make sure the trimmer is turned OFF before installing the comb.
2. Align the length selector to indicator “10”.

3. Mount the comb attachment to main body as shown below.

4. You may adjust the cut length by turning the dial.

NOTE: DO Not turn the dial when the trimmer is switched ON.
