To ensure proper operation of this appliance, please read this instruction manual completely 
and carefully before using the appliance and keep it for future reference. 
WARNING! 

1. Only use the appliance as described in this manual. 
2. This appliance contains batteries that are non-replaceable. 
3. To protect against the risk of electric shock, DO NOT immerse the appliance, USB cable 

in water or other liquid. 
4. DO NOT store the product near sinks, bath or showers containing water or near running 

water. 
5. Always check the appliance for damage prior to use. If any damage is observed, do not 

use the appliance. 
6. The appliance is intended for indoor use only. 
7. Always switch the appliance OFF after use. 
8. This appliance has no user serviceable parts. Do not disassemble the Appliance. 
9. This appliance is for personal use only, not designed for commercial use. 
10. Do not use it outdoors. 
11. Do not use the appliance if it is not working properly, if it has been dropped or if it has 

been immersed in any liquid. 
12. Before using the appliance, ensure that the trimmer and clipper head is securely fitted and 

not damaged. 
13. Keep the appliance, accessories and USB cable out of reach of young children. 
14. The appliance is not to be used by persons (including children) with reduced physical, 

sensory or mental capabilities, or lack of experience and knowledge, unless they have 
been given supervision or instructions concerning use of the appliance by a person 
responsible for their safety. 

15. Children should be supervised to ensure that they do not play with the appliance. 
16. Only Charge the Appliance with the USB cable supplied with the appliance. 
17. Only Charge the Appliance from an Extra Low Voltage Battery Charger (not supplied) 

with an output rating 5Vd.c. 1A, same as indicated on the appliance’s rating label. 
18. When charging the appliance, the appliance must be switched off. 
19. Use only attachments provided. 
20. This product contains sharp blades, please take utmost care during handling and use. 
21. Do not replace the batteries with non-rechargeable batteries. 
22. To avoid personal injury, do not use the appliance with a damaged trimmer head or blade. 
23. The appliance must be used only with attachments provided with the product.

CHARGING THE HAIR CUT & TRIMMER SET 

 
IMPORTANT: This Appliance contains a built-in lithium-ion battery which must only be charged 
using the supplied USB cable. 
Always switch off and unplug the USB cable when charging is completed or when not in use. 
DO NOT allow to charge for more than 2 hours. 
Normal charge takes approximately 1.5 hours. 
If any abnormality occurs during charging, (such as burning smell or excessive heat or even 
a strange sound) immediately turn off the charger and disconnect the USB cable. 
IMPORTANT: The Appliance must be fully charged before first use. 

• Take the USB Cable and fully unravel it before using it to charge the Appliance. 

• Plug the small end of the USB cable directly into the bottom of the appliance. 

• Plug the large end of the USB cable into your 5Vd.c. 1A USB charger (not supplierd) and 
switch on. 

• The Charging Indicator will illuminate RED, indicating the battery is charging. 

• When full charged, the Charging indicator will show WHITE. 

• Unplug the USB charging cable from the appliance. 
 

OPERATION 

 

 

WARNING:  
Switch off the device before replacing or changing the attachments 

 

NOTES: 
The hair to be dressed must be dry. 

 

NOTES: 
The cutting length may deviate depending on the cutting angle. Please start 
with a comb attachment with a longer cutting length and then, in the course 
of cutting process, use shorter cutting lengths step by step. 

 

Hair Trimmer 
 
Make sure the trimmer is turned OFF before installing the comb attachment. 
 
Three comb attachments are available, they can be adjusted to give total of 38 
different cutting length. 
 

1. Hook in the trimming attachment, press carefully over the hair trimmer head to the bottom 
end of the comb attachment until it locks into place. 

 
 



2. Turn the Cut length adjusting wheel to select desired cutting length. 

 
3. Lock the comb position before trimming. There is a lock/unlock button at the rear side of 

the trimmer. 
 

 
 

4. Turn ON the trimmer. 
5. Start by cutting hair in neck or on the sides and cut towards the centre of the head. Then, 

cut the front section of the hair towards the centre of the head. 
6. Hold the device so the the comb attachment rests flat on the head. Move the device evenly 

through the hair. 
7. If possible, cut against direction of hair growth. 
8. In order to catch all the hair, move the device several times through the same section of 

the hair.  
9. Comb the hair repeatedly and well. 

 
Beard Trimmer 
 

CAUTION!  
Risk of injury! Handling the trimmer improperly may result in injury.  
 

1. Attach the hair trimmer to the main unit.  
2. Insert comb attachments with desired length, press 

carefully over the hair trimmer head to the bottom end of 
the comb attachemnt until it locks into place. 
 

 
  
  



  

3. Comb the beard in the direction of growth. 
4. Cut the beard from the ear to chin downward.  
5. Use the beard trimmer attachment without the comb attachment will cut the beard very 

short or to cut the moustache and hairline 
 

CLEANING AND MAINTENANCE 

Make sure the appliance is disconnected from the USB cord and switched off. 
 
Caution! Blades are sharp. Please be careful when handling and cleaning! 

 
1. Remove the accessory.  

Note: the blade of the trimmer can be disassembled. 
2. To withdraw the blade, hold the trimmer and press the blades out with your thumb and 

support the blades at back to avoid falling. 

 
3. Clean with the cleaning brush supplied, then rinse the blade head and other attachments 

under a tap. 
CAUTION! Do Not immerse the main unit in water or other liquid. 

4. Use a damp cloth to clean the main unit then dry it thoroughly. 
5. Allow all the parts dry, assemble the blade to the trimmer. 
6. The cutting blades should be slightly oiled after cleaning. 
7. Place the protective cap on the clipper head. 
8. Store the appliance in a cool, dry location. 

 
Lubrication   
The trimmers will need periodic lubrication to allow the blades to run smoothly and 
prolong its life.  
Use a drop of the sewing machine oil (not supplied) every few months, apply directly 
onto the blades.  
Turn on the appliance for a few seconds, allow the blade to get fully lubricated.
